Year 2001 Dues 
Are Due Now

  Much time has passed since 
the last newsletter was put 
out.  We held elections Octo-
ber 19, 1999 and we had a 
shift in leadership.  As we all 
know, change is good some-
times.  At this time I would 
like to thank all past officers 
and board of directors for 
putting in many hours to 
make the Society what it is 
today.  And we have much to 
be thankful for.  
 
   As much as I don’t care to 
bring it up, the members 
have a right to some infor-
mation on things happening 
with the society.  As you 
may or may not know, we 
had dropped the lawsuit in 
August against the Village of 
Saukville and Zoning Board 
of Appeals so we could con-
tinue focusing on our main 
goal, the renovation project.   
 
   During the Fall months, we 
did some winterizing of the 
firehouse to keep our heating 
bills down, and it paid off.  
There were also problems 
with the roof leaking and we 
had some significant repairs 
done early November. The 
building is now safe from 
water damage.  We had the 
toilet replaced in December 
and shut-off valves installed 
with funds from an anony-
mous donor. Also installed 
were smoke alarms and fire 
extinguishers throughout the 

building from the same do-
nor.  Thank you, DONOR!! 
 
  We also closed up a major 
hole in the furnace room that 
was once used for the heat-
ing system from the old fur-
nace in the half basement. 
Then in February, we had 
some problems with the fur-
nace and had to replace the 
“brain”.  Thanks to Skip 
Douglas, who works for 
Honeywell, for his ability to 
purchase a new control cen-
ter at wholesale and  install-
ing it!  You don’t know how 
much that saved us!  Then 
there’s always those “little 
things” that suddenly get 
done by a few indiv iduals 
which is so appreciated!  
Thanks to Jim Pokey and Jim 
Peterson for fixing a sodium 
light outside and putting up 
new house numbers on the 
front of our building!  
 
  Then the old siren was re-
moved from our building by 
the Village the day before 
Thanksgiving last November 
and was later put back into 
service at the DPW Garage 
on South Main Street in the 
Spring.   
 
   Telephone service was put 
in place last October also!

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   Another exciting event(s) that was 
started up are the historical displays 
we have been setting up in the His-
tory Room at Oscar Grady Library 
since September 1999!  The displays 
have been a tremendous hit with 
visitors which has been great news 
to hear.  We began with childrens’ 
organizations last Fall and had a 
number of people donate or loan us 
items everything from Camp Fire 
Girls to Boy Scouts.  Then we spon-
sored a “Christmas’s Past” during 
December/January displaying old 
toys, games, dishes, books, things 
that one might have gotten for 
Christmas gifts.  We tried to focus 
on “Rudolph” the Red-Nosed Rein-
deer and highlighted the Village of 
Sauk- ville’s old Rudolph that hung 
amongst city decorations for many 
years.   
 
  Then in March we put on a display 
highlighting “Music” talent within 
our community.  Thanks to the many 
nice donations we received from old 
Saukville Community Band mem-
bers from uniforms to band instru-
ments!!   
 
   We are currently working on high-
lighting the Saukville Fire Depart-
ment and their many hours of service 
to the community. October 8-14 is 
Fire Prevention Week so this is a 
great time for this featured display!  
We will dedicate this display in 
memory of Fred “Junie” Dickmann, 
Jr. who passed away September 27, 
2000 and was a past member of the 
Department and longtime village 
resident.  And with Christmas com-
ing up we hope to focus on Sauk-
ville’s “Santas” .   
 
   Is anyone willing to help with 
these displays, such as setup, ideas, 

artwork, graphics, etc.??  I 
sure would like to incor-
porate a few more 
members into doing 
these things.  These are 
fun projects, but it helps 

to have other helpers.

   Another event happening is the 1st 
in a series of forums we will be host-
ing during the year!  Thanks to Jim 
Peterson, our first forum will be next 
week Wednesday at 7:00pm on Oc-
tober 11th at the Super 8 Motel on 
Foster Street, Saukville  where we 
will have former employees from the 
old “Northern Signal Company” of 
Saukville on hand and share their 
memories with us!  Light refresh-
ments will be served afterwards.  
The event is free to the public.

The 
site has been going through renova-
tions from time to time and new 
things are always being updated.  
The latest additions are the ability to 
send “Postcards” from the site to 
others!

Here’s a photo of the old Saukville Train Depot, built in 1871, sitting alongside the 
railroad tracks just north of the Saukville Feed Supplies property.  You are looking 
north towards Highway 33; Railroad Street is just to the right or East of the depot.  
You can see Roy & Vera’s Tavern in the background (tall white 2-story building) and 
the present day Railroad Station tavern (right center).  At one time, the Chicago, Mil-
waukee, St. Paul and Pacific Railraod made four daily stops here.  At one time, 
salesmen from points south and north would walk from the depot to one of the local 
liveries to rent a horse and carriage to make their calls.  Saukville residents also used 
the train to travel to Milwaukee for shopping, visiting, and to take care of other mat-
ters.  The depot was torn down in 1969.
